HINDI ROLE-PLAY

— in the hotel -

You are trying to rent hotel rooms in — let us say — Jaipur. You have come as a group
and want a room each. You want to stay several weeks so you need to find out about the
rooms in quite a lot of detail. For example:

*  How much is the rent?

* Do all the rooms have fans?

*  Which floor are the rooms on?

* How many people can sleep per room?

*  Are towels provided?

» Is there a dhobi, or a place to wash clothes?

» If'there are a lot of you, will the rent be reduced?

* Is there somewhere to park the car(s)?

*  Are there mostly tourists here?

* Are they Indians or foreigners?

*  What kind of food is available?

» Is there vegetarian food available?

*  What about alcohol?

* Can you get tea in the morning?

* Is meat cooked in the same place where vegetarian food is made?
*  Are the rooms quiet at night?

» Is there a phone/TV/radio in the room?

* Is there a place where valuable things can be locked away?
*  What time is the place closed at night?

» Is there a doctor/cinema/post office/bank etc. nearby?
*  Are the rooms cleaned every day?

*  What is the manager’s name; can you speak to him?

» Is there another hotel in this street?

In turn, the manager/receptionist may have some questions and instructions for you.

Make sure you understand what he says, and if you don’t, then ask him to explain again.
